Transition Welcome Letter

Welcome to the Transition phase of your Ski Cooper Ski Patrol Training.  As we mentioned at the OEC Refresher, there are now three parts in the Ski Cooper Ski Patrol new patroller training.  They are OEC, Ski & Toboggan (S & T) , and now, Transfer and Transition (T & T) training.

Why T & T Training?  Over the years we discovered candidates who passed OEC and 

S & T were lacking in many of the day to day skills and knowledge needed to fully function as a member of the patrol because their training was so targeted.  Also, when we introduced the option of taking S&T training before OEC, we discovered those who passed were left in limbo with no way to contribute until they passed OEC.   

In order to fill those gaps, we developed the T&T training program and coined a new type of candidate, the Transition Candidate.  Once Transition Candidates have successfully passed the T&T training they will be able to contribute to the patrol in the areas of Crowd Control, Equipment transportation, Safety, Dispatch and Snowmobile.

Auxiliary candidates who have passed OEC will also be asked to complete T&T training before being voted on the patrol.  The same is true for patrollers transferring to Ski Cooper from other patrols.

The training takes five days.  Unfortunately, much of the training will take place inside.  It’s just the most efficient way to transfer so much information in a short time.  Don’t be depressed.  We will get out and ski also.  You’ll become familiar with the area buildings, trails, wave-offs, management and procedures.  We’ll also bring you up to speed with the day-to-day working of the patrol.  You’ll have on the job training on dispatch, safety and snowmobile.  Our goal is to make you feel like an experienced Cooper Patroller as soon as possible.

We suggest starting a notebook for your training schedule, sign off sheet, and notes.  Bring it with you to every session.  You’ll find it a valuable resource in preparation for the final qualifying tests.
